MEET OUR GUEST SPEAKER

Dr. Richard Taylor

Richard Taylor is a professor of En-
glish at Kentucky State University in
Frankfort. Having grown up in Lou-
isville, he holds a Ph.D. in English
from the University of Kentucky and
aJ.D. from the University of Louisville.

He has published a novel (Girty,
Gnomon Press), five collections of po-
ems Bluegrass and Earthbones, The
Country of Morning Calm, Stone Eye,
and Braintree (Larkspur Press, Gno-
mon, and Scienter Press), and Three
Kentucky Tragedies as part of the new
readers series published by University
Press of Kentucky. Other titles include
The Palisades of the Kentucky River, a col-
lection of photographs published by
the Kentucky Nature Conservancy for

which he wrote the accompanying text;
The Great Crossing: A Historic journey to
Buffalo Trace Distillery (fall, 2002); and
Virginia’s Western War (a history of the
American Revolution in Kentucky (co-
authored with Neal O. Flammon),
Stackpole Books (fall 2002) He has re-
cently completed a novel about Sue
Mundy, Kentucky’s most notorious
Confederate guerrilla, which will be
published in the fall of next year. He has
won two creative writing fellowships
from the National Endowment for the
Arts and an Al Smith Fellowship in Cre-
ative Writing from the Kentucky Arts
Council.

A former dean and teacher in the
Governor’s Scholars Program, he re-
ceived the Distinguished Professor
Award at K.S.U. in 1992. He and his
wife live near Frankfort with their two
children and own Poor Richard’s Books
in historica downtown Frankfort. He
served as Kentucky’s poet laureate
(1999-2001). Recently, the Kentucky
Historical society announced that he
will share the Collins Award (with an-
other writer) for best article, a study of
Daniel Boone as American Icon.

Sue Mundy: A Novel of the Civil War
(University Press of Kentucky, Lexing-
ton) was published in November of
2006. Also published in 2006: Girty (a
reprint of a novel about the Frontier
Kentucky and Ohio), Wind Publica-
tions, Nicholasville, KY). “Kentucky's
Lincoln,” a book-length piece on
Abraham Lincoln, that was published

in magazine form in 2008. He has re-
cently completed Rail-Splitter, a collec-
tion of poems on Lincoln’s life that will
be published by Larkspur Press this
year.

Rotary in Review

Brad Cowgill
The Balancing Act

Our guest speaker, Brad Cowgill,
an attorney and former State Budget
Director (2003-2007), began by asking
the same question that many Kentuck-
ians have been asking, “Why is it that
the Kentucky Budget
has such a difficult
time?” The answer to
that question is what
he presented to our
club.

Revenue, he said,
is limited, but we have
many needs for ap-
propriations. He said
the state tries to do the
best within our mon-
etary limits balanced
against the biggest
needs. So why do we
have such a difficult time downshift-
ing when the economy is bad? We
have an inflexible revenue side and an
inflexible appropriations side, but the
general assembly has already made
promises on projects, so we go in debt.
We also have a buy now, pay later
mentality which is driving the state
more into debt.
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Unique to the Kentucky budget is
our volatility because of our unstable
tax income, which needs stabilizers for
sales tax, individual income tax, and
corporate tax. Due to the uneven
wealth distribution in the state, over
40% of appropriations go to K-12 edu-
cation to provide equity in our educa-
tion system.

Three other problems
plague the state:
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1.) Structural Imbalance
in that we spend more
in the second year of the
budget;

2.) We have an insuffi-

£ cient Rainy Day Fund
§ tofill gaps betweenrev-
¢ enue and appropria-
fg tions;

3.) We have widely dis-

tributed veto power
which assists in stalemates due to par-
tisan politics.

Thank you, Brad for answering those
difficult questions about our State Bud-
get. Knowledge is the key to being able
to, hopefully, make changes.
